Distributed Antenna System (DAS) Access and Use 
 
!!   IINNTTRROODDUUCCTTIIOONN  
 

The Indianapolis Airport Authority (IAA) is issuing this Request For Proposals (RFPs) for qualified 
vendors to provide cell phone services through the Distributed Antenna System (DAS) in the new 
Indianapolis Airport terminal building, Ground Transportation Center (GTC), parking garage, and cell 
phone lot. The New Indianapolis Airport is scheduled to open in late 2008.  

  
!  SSYYSSTTEEMM  DDEESSCCRRIIPPTTIIOONN 
 

The Indianapolis Airport Authority (IAA) is building a new mid-field terminal complex which will 
include a new passenger terminal that contains 1.2 million square-feet and features two concourses 
with 40 passenger gates, retail space for restaurants and shopping, state-of-the-art security, 
passenger conveyance and baggage handling facilities. The focal point of the terminal will be Civic 
Plaza, an expansive gathering place that reflects the art, history and culture of Indianapolis. 
Construction of the new terminal building began in July 2005 and the new terminal is scheduled to 
open in late 2008.  
 
In order to provide good reception for wireless communications through out the building, a Distributed 
Antenna System (DAS) will be in place prior to opening day.  The technology designer for the new 
airport, Ross & Baruzzini, has designed the DAS to provide coverage of the following radio bands: 
 
450 MHz Operations: 450 Ð 470MHz 
800 MHz Public Safety:  806 Ð 824MHz uplink; 851 Ð 869MHz downlink 
Cellular:  824 Ð 869MHz uplink; 869 Ð 894MHz downlink 
PCS: 1850 Ð 1910MHz uplink; 1930 Ð 1990MHz downlink 
 
The system will be expandable for the 900 MHz and 2100 MHz bands; however the specific timeline 
will be determined based on the requirements of service providers.  The specifications document 
does not currently include 2.5GHz for WiMax. 
 
The DAS will be housed in two radio rooms (RRs) and two Main Communications Rooms (MCRs) on 
both the North and South sides of the Terminal.  Each RR has multiple conduits extending to the 
antenna farms on the North and South sides of the roof to provide access to cabling from donor 
antennas to the head end DAS units.  Radio Room North will have 24 strands of Single-Mode (SM) 
and 24 strands of Multi-Mode (MM) fiber to Airport Communications Room (ACR-T1) and another 
24SM/24MM cable to Radio Room South.  Radio Room South will have a 24SM/24MM fiber 
connection to Airport Communication Room (ACR-T6).  ACR T-1 and ACR T-6 have multi-mode and 
single-mode fiber connections to all of the other ACRs in the Terminal and to the Airport Operations 
Center/Emergency Operations Center (AOC/EOC) and Aircraft Rescue and Firefighting Facility 
(ARFF).  The repeaters located in Airport Communications Rooms (ACR) will connect to the head 
end DAS units with fiber optic cabling.  The repeaters have coax cables from the ACR to their 
antennas located throughout the facility.  The system will be vendor-neutral for all cellular service 
providers.  The DAS head end will have separate cards provided by IBM, the systems integrator, for 
each service provider to have coax inputs for their systems. 
 
All service provider equipment will be installed in the MCRs or RRs in the terminal building if the 
equipment is minimal and occupies no more than one (1) enclosed 19Ó equipment cabinet.  If the 
quantity of equipment required exceeds one equipment cabinet, other spaces may have to be 
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considered, and the leasing of that space would have to be negotiated with the IAA. Locations will be 
negotiated and coordinated with IBM, the Systems Integrator. Note that ONLY AC power is available 
in the MCR and RRs, and that the power is limited. Any DC power requirements must be provided by 
the carrier. Additionally, no caged space will be allowed at this point, so carriers are expected to 
provide their own locking racks/cabinets as necessary. All service providers will have their equipment 
in locked cabinets; IAA IT staff will require a copy of the cabinetÕs key to be kept locally in case of a 
fire emergency in a providerÕs rack.  Service provider technicians will be allowed access to the rooms 
where their equipment is installed. They will need to obtain an airport-issued security badge or may 
be required to be escorted by IAA IT personnel. 
 
IBM is responsible for both the DAS system and the coordination of the various mobile carriers in the 
New Indianapolis Airport.  

 
!!   LLEENNGGTTHH  OOFF  AAGGRREEEEMMEENNTT  
  

The IAA anticipates access and use of the DAS will be through an annual lease arrangement with the 
IAA and will have an initial term of five (5) years with five one (1) year renewal options.

11..  Provide excellent cell phone service and coverage to more than an estimated 8 million annual 
passengers.   

22..  Provide a vendor-neutral DAS that fully supports multiple vendors and their customerÕs needs.   
33..  Provide enough capacity on the DAS to ensure all vendors who have access and use of the 

system can service their customers using only the DAS therefore not taking from the capacity of 
nearby cell towers in the area.   

44..  Provide only direct fiber connections to the DAS, i.e. the IAA will not intercept and rebroadcast RF 
signals from nearby cell towers on the DAS.    

5. Ensure adequate access to vendorÕs equipment for maintenance purposes  
6. The time-line for installation and access to the DAS is dependent upon the construction schedule 

of the new terminal. However, in general terms head end vendor equipment should be ready to 
be installed and ready for testing in May 2008. Respondents should plan to install head end 
equipment in late spring of 2008.  

  
!!   DDIIVVEERRSSIITTYY  ((XXBBEE))  PPAARRTTIICCIIPPAATTIIOONN

!!   GGEENNEERRAALL  TTEERRMMSS  AANNDD  CCOONNDDIITTIIOONNSS  
 

A. A response to this RFP does not commit IAA to an agreement or contract, or to pay any costs 
incurred in the preparation of the response. 

 
B. Unless specified in the RFP, IAA may award the agreement for access to the DAS to any or all of 

the respondents, and/or any vendors not responding to the RFP.  
 

C. IAA reserves the right to negotiate the final terms of any and all agreements with firm(s) selected 
and such agreements negotiated as a result of this RFP may be re-negotiated and/or amended in 
order to successfully meet the IAAÕs needs. 
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D. IAA reserves the right to contact any individual, agencies, or employers who may have experience 
and/or knowledge of the vendorsÕ relevant performance and/or qualifications; and to request 
additional information from any and all vendors. 

 
E. IAA reserves the right to conduct a review of records, systems, procedures, etc., of any entity 

selected for an agreement.  Misrepresentation of the vendorÕs ability to perform as stated in the 
RFP response may result in cancellation of the agreement. 

 
F. Vendors shall not engage in any activity that will restrict or eliminate competition.  Violation of this 

provision may cause a vendorÕs RFP response to be rejected.  This RFP does not preclude joint 
ventures or sub-agreements. 

 
G. All responses submitted must be an original work product of the proposer.  The copying, 

plagiarizing or other use of substantial portions of the work product of others, and submitted 
hereunder as original work of the vendor, is not permitted.  Failure to adhere to this instruction may 
cause the RFP response to be rejected. 

 
H. The only purpose of this RFP is to ensure uniform information in the selection of qualified vendors 

to provide cell phone coverage in the new terminal, through access to the DAS.  This RFP is not to 
be construed as an agreement or contract, or as a commitment of any kind, nor does it commit IAA 
to pay for costs incurred prior to the execution of a formal agreement unless such costs are 
specifically authorized in writing by IAA. 

 
I. An agreement with the selected provider(s) may be withheld at the sole discretion of IAA if issues of 

compliance or questioned/disallowed costs exist, until such issues are satisfactorily resolved.  
Award of agreement may be withdrawn by IAA if resolution is not satisfactory to IAA. 

 
J. RFP Dispute Resolution Policy.  IAA is the responsible authority for handling complaints or 

protests regarding the RFP.  This includes, but is not limited to, disputes, claims, and protests of 
award, or other matters of a contractual nature.  Matters concerning violation of law shall be 
referred to such authority as may have proper jurisdiction. 

 
K. A current certificate of insurance within the requested limits showing liability, workmanÕs 

compensation and automobile coverage is required prior to the execution of an agreement. 
Indianapolis Airport Authority should be named as additionally insured. At a minimum the 
coverage amounts should not be less than: 

 
a. Comprehensive General Liability of $2 Million Aggregate, $1,000,000.00 per occurrence. 
b. Comprehensive Automobile Liability of $1,000,000.00 CSL. 
c. Workers Compensation of $1,000,000.00 per employee, $1,000,000.00 per disease, 

$1,000,000.00 per employee / disease. 
d. Excess liability $5,000,000.

A. Agreement will be awarded to the responsible and most responsive vendor(s). 
B. A Sample of the standard IAA agreement will be provided after receipt of the proposals. The IAA 

will negotiate with individual cell phone providers to the extent they have different requirements 
for use of the DAS.  

C. Failure to sign and return the signature page may result in the rejection of a response.
